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Our compliance policies
Every Policy has to be applied in 
conformity with national laws and 
regulations. If national laws and 
regulation are stricter than the rules set 
out in the respective Policy, they have 
priority. If national law provides the basis 
for explicit exceptions from the rules set 
out in the respective Policy, make sure 
with Local Compliance that your actions 
are covered by these exceptions.

Please check with Local Compliance if 
there are national supplements to the 
respective Policy that you have to take 
into account too.

If you want to make an individual 
exception from any of the provisions laid 
out in the above mentioned policies, prior 
written approval by General Counsel or 
Global Compliance Officer is required.
